When
the “brother” takes her in as second wife he has relations with her and then he is infected.
He passes it on to his first wife and when children are born they become infected. You can
see how custom plays a big part as well as ignorance. These people have no idea why or
how they get sick. We need to help them, teach them, and lead them to Jesus, their only
hope. | hope and pray that this helps you understand why this trip is so important.

On Sunday, October 30, we had a Team Africa meeting in Lake Forrest, CA. We
discussed the plans for each day we would be in Africa and the places in Uganda and
Kenya that we would be stopping to preach and minister. We also discussed *“goods” that
need to be taken, such as medicine, gifts for the children, seeds and farm implements. A
doctor will be accompanying us and we will be setting up clinics in some of the remote
villages. We also discussed the need for visas for Uganda and Kenya that are vital to be
able to enter the countries. Plans and details are moving along very well and our next
meeting will be December 11.
